It is important to submit this form at least 8 weeks before departure. You will then be contacted to make an initial appointment which will be at least 6 weeks before you travel. Further appointments may be required with the nurse to receive a course of vaccinations.  Some vaccines have to be ordered as they are not a stock vaccine.  Vaccine schedules need to be completed at least 2 weeks before you travel to allow the vaccines to work. We cannot provide the service if you have less than 6 weeks before your trip on the date of your first appointment.
If you are booking a last-minute holiday and it is less than six weeks to departure, there are a variety of private clinics available in most high street pharmacies who may be able to assist you. We are not allowed to make recommendations on which clinic you should use or attend.
